Enroll is currently 221. At the recent teacher’s institute, teachers had the opportunity to review assessment scores from the previous year.  This will be beneficial to them to give additional help to those students who failed to meet or were near the point of not meeting expectations.  A representative from Bechtel has been in contact with Mr. Heuring to offer volunteers from their company to assist students in whatever capacity the school deems necessary.  Any volunteer who works with students will always be accompanied by a teacher.  The Senior Citizen luncheon has been scheduled for December 9th.

The elementary average daily attend for August/September was 96.7%.  Enrollment currently stands at 337. At the recent teacher’s in-service, ISAT scores were compared with state goals by grade level.  The summary of scores was used to assess how students are being taught.  Homework club has 20 students participating, in addition to 10 students in the Auto Skills Reading Program and 9 students in the Auto Skills Math Program.  Teacher evaluations are in progress.   The elementary staff will participate in the “Trunk or Treat” for the village on October 29th.  Grade cards will be going out on Friday or Monday.
